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W elcome! Thank you for joining us for worship today. In our services we 
gather before our almighty God to receive his gifts and to offer him our 

worship and praise. Through God’s powerful Word and sacraments he renews 
our faith and strengthens us to serve in joy.

Theme of the Day: As we wait for Christ to return, it can be easy to get distracted, 
lose vigilance, and become spiritually drowsy. God forbid that Christ should 
return and find us spiritually asleep. Today we are reminded that the time in 
between Christ’s first and second coming is a time for watchfulness. The 
Church prays, “Lord God, keep us ever watchful for the coming of your Son 
that we may sit with him and all your holy ones at the marriage feast in 
heaven.”  

Worship Series: In the great timeline of human history, there are two significant 
points: the first time Christ came to our world to win salvation and the second 
time Christ will come to establish his everlasting kingdom. We live in the time 
in between those two points. It is a time of tension. We know that peace and 
perfection are ours already but we do not enjoy a peaceful and perfect 
existence yet. As the church year draws to a close, Scripture points us toward 
the end of time when Christ will come again. Until then Christ teaches us how 
to live in the time in between. 

A Word About Holy Communion: Our church observes the biblical practice of 
member communion (also called close communion). In Holy Communion we 
not only receive forgiveness from God, but we also express the unique 
relationship our members have with each other. If you are not a member of 
our congregation, we kindly ask that you not take communion today, but 
speak with our pastor after the service. We would love to share the sacrament 
with you in the future.

Have I been disobedient, proud, or unforgiving? Have I been selfish, lazy, envi-
ous, or quarrelsome?
