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W elcome! Thank you for joining us for worship today. In our services we

Theme of the Day: The greatest qualification of a shepherd is simple. A good 
shepherd needs to care for his sheep.  In Scripture meaningful ministry is often 
compared to a compassionate shepherd caring for his sheep: Jesus care for us. 
A spiritual leader cares for his “flock.” Our gospel ministry requires specific 
skills: ability to actively listen to people, aptitude for applying the gospel to 
someone’s situation, etc. But meaningful ministry most requires a 
compassionate heart that sincerely cares for others. Today, we ask the Spirit to 
see how Jesus models a compassionate shepherd’s heart so that we might be 
filled with that same compassion.  

Worship Series: Ministry comes from the Latin word for “service.” Ministry 
involves serving others with love, compassion, and empathy. Helping someone 
with physical needs is sometimes called “compassion ministry.” Helping 
someone with their spiritual needs, sharing the good news of Christ, is 
generally called “gospel ministry.” We misunderstand ministry if we think of it 
as something only pastors do. Ultimately every believer is called by God to 
reflect Christ-like love and share the message of salvation as God provides 
those opportunities. In this worship series we will see our efforts to meet the 
needs of those God brings into our sphere of influence as meaningful ministry. 
In our service to them, those people see God’s love and God sees our faith. 
Our worship follows this pattern.
