[ CONFESSION & FORGIVENESS OF SINS |

M: Our Savior Jesus Christ commanded Baptism when he said, “All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of
all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything | have commanded you. And
surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

All of us are born into this world with a deep need for Baptism. From our par-
ents we inherit a sinful nature; we are without true fear of God and true faith
in God and are condemned to eternal death. But while we were still sinners,
Christ died for us. He took away our sin by giving his life on the cross. In Bap-
tism, he clothes us with the robe of his righteousness and gives us a new life.
We recall what Baptism means for our daily lives:

C: Baptism means that the sinful nature in us should be drowned by daily sor-
row and repentance, and that all its evil deeds and desires be put to death.
It also means that a new person should daily arise to live before God in right-
eousness and purity forever.
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M: As baptized children of God, we confess our sins:
C: Holy God, gracious Father, | am sinful by nature
and have sinned against you in my thoughts, words, and actions.
I have not loved you with my whole heart;
I have not loved others as | should.
| deserve your punishment both now and forever.
But Jesus, my Savior, paid for my sins
with his innocent suffering and death.
Trusting in him, | pray: God, have mercy on me, a sinner.

M: God saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit
and united us to the death and resurrection of Jesus. Every day God forgives
your sins, removes your guilt, and strengthens you to defeat Satan’s power.
His promise is for you and your children, and he will never forsake you. Your
sins are forgiven. You are clothed with Christ. You are at peace with God now
and forever.

®The child grew, and one day he went out to his father, who was with the
reapers. "°’He said to his father, “My head! My head!”

His father told a servant, “Carry him to his mother.” *°After the servant had
lifted him up and carried him to his mother, the boy sat on her lap until noon,
and then he died. !She went up and laid him on the bed of the man of God, then
shut the door and went out.

She called her husband and said, “Please send me one of the servants and a
donkey so | can go to the man of God quickly and return.”

2“\Why go to him today?” he asked. “It’s not the New Moon or the Sabbath.”

“That’s all right,” she said. **She saddled the donkey and said to her servant,
“Lead on; don’t slow down for me unless | tell you.” **So she set out and came to
the man of God at Mount Carmel.

When he saw her in the distance, the man of God said to his servant Gehazi,
“Look! There’s the Shunammite! *°Run to meet her and ask her, ‘Are you all
right? Is your husband all right? Is your child all right?’ ”

“Everything is all right,” she said.

2"When she reached the man of God at the mountain, she took hold of his
feet. Gehazi came over to push her away, but the man of God said, “Leave her
alone! She is in bitter distress, but the LORD has hidden it from me and has not
told me why.”

?84Djd | ask you for a son, my lord?” she said. “Didn’t | tell you, ‘Don’t raise my
hopes’?”

°Elisha said to Gehazi, “Tuck your cloak into your belt, take my staff in your
hand and run. Don’t greet anyone you meet, and if anyone greets you, do not
answer. Lay my staff on the boy’s face.”

9But the child’s mother said, “As surely as the LORD lives and as you live, | will
not leave you.” So he got up and followed her.

*'Gehazi went on ahead and laid the staff on the boy’s face, but there was no
sound or response. So Gehazi went back to meet Elisha and told him, “The boy
has not awakened.”

*2When Elisha reached the house, there was the boy lying dead on his couch.
**He went in, shut the door on the two of them and prayed to the LORD. **Then
he got on the bed and lay on the boy, mouth to mouth, eyes to eyes, hands to
hands. As he stretched himself out on him, the boy’s body grew warm. **Elisha
turned away and walked back and forth in the room and then got on the bed and
stretched out on him once more. The boy sneezed seven times and opened his
eyes.



*®Elisha summoned Gehazi and said, “Call the Shunammite.” And he did.
When she came, he said, “Take your son.” ¥’She came in, fell at his feet and
bowed to the ground. Then she took her son and went out.

Second Reading Romans 8:10-19
The Father promises to raise me from the dead and make me an heir of ever-
lasting glory.

9Byt if Christ is in you, then even though your body is subject to death be-
cause of sin, the Spirit gives life because of righteousness. **And if the Spirit of
him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from
the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies because of his Spirit who lives
in you.

2Therefore, brothers and sisters, we have an obligation—but it is not to the
flesh, to live according to it. “*For if you live according to the flesh, you will die;
but if by the Spirit you put to death the misdeeds of the body, you will live.

“For those who are led by the Spirit of God are the children of God. *°The
Spirit you received does not make you slaves, so that you live in fear again;
rather, the Spirit you received brought about your adoption to sonship. And by
him we cry, “Abba, Father.” **The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we
are God’s children. *Now if we are children, then we are heirs—heirs of God
and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we share in his sufferings in order that we
may also share in his glory.

'8 consider that our present sufferings are not worth comparing with the
glory that will be revealed in us. °For the creation waits in eager expectation
for the children of God to be revealed.
